12th, approximately 138 
people gathered at the Cen-
tury  Room at the University 
of Missouri, St. Louis to 
attend the first African-
American Healthy Marriage 
Roundtable in the St. Louis 
area and in the Administra-
tion for Children & Families 
(ACF) Region VII. 

 Initiated by the 
Region VII, ACF office in Kansas 
City, MO, the St. Louis Planning 
Committee responded quickly to 
the invite and the challenge. 
Planning a Roundtable by phone 
conferencing, planning with 
committee members, some who 
knew each other, others who did 
not, sending lists to the KC of-
fice and their sending folders and 
labels in return sounded a bit 
like a zigzag relay, but typical 
Missourians, òwe showed ôemó 
we could do this, and do it well. 

 Dr. Karla Frye, 
CHAARM, opened the confer-
ence by introducing our new 
Region VII Director, Patricia 
Brown, who welcomed every-
one on behalf of the Region. We 
were particularly appreciative of 
the Region VII Director taking 
time to be with us as she was 
leaving 4 days later to work in 
D.C. on an extended leave to 
Head Start. 

 Charles Bryson, Direc-
tor of Public Safety, St. Louis, 
City, representing Mayor Francis 
Slay, read an affirming and sup-
portive Proclamation from the 
Mayor for all those hosting the 
Roundtable: St. Louis Healthy 
Marriage Coalition, Better Fam-
ily Life, Coalition for Healthy 
Relationships & Marriage 
(CHAARM) Fathers Support 
Center, St. Charles Lwanga 
Center and The Salvation Army. 

 Following Patricia 
Brown, we were honored to have 
Diann  Dawson, from D.C., Di-
rector, ACF Regional Offices and 
Director of the African-American 
Healthy  Marriage Initiative to be 

with us throughout the Roundta-
ble. Ms. Dawsonõs address re-
minded us of the imperative  to 
keep working towards improving 
the lives of those whom we serve 
and supporting and educating our 
clients to make healthy choices 
about relationships and raising 
children. 

 Additional speakers 
were Majors, Lonneal Richardson 
and Patty Richardson who spoke 
on the importance of marriage 
and family in our Community. 
The Salvation Army is a strong 
supporter of healthy marriage and 
healthy families. 

 The luncheon speaker 
was engaging, Dr. Rozario Slack, 
from First Things First, in Chatta-
nooga. Dr. Slack spoke clearly 
about the need for all of us to be 
out there in the Community, 
spreading the message of responsi-

bility and healthy behaviors. 
His gift for being direct and 
humorous was well received 
by the audience. We laughed 
but we also listened and took 
home the message to be out 
there with our brothers and 
sisters. 

 In addition to the 
plenary speakers, there were 
nine workshops, five in the 
morning and four in the af-

ternoon where local presenters 
shared what was going on in the 
St. Louis Healthy Marriage 
Community. The roundtable 
concluded with an interactive 
session chaired by Kimberly 
Beck, The Salvation Army. Kim 
facilitated small groups and re-
ceived  input from each group on 
moving forward to strengthen 
healthy marriage and families in 
the St. Louis Community.

This Forum 
was a collaborative effort with 
ACF Region VII and SLHMC, 
CHAARM, Better Family life, 
Father Support Center, St. 
Charles Lwanga Center and The 

 National evaluation. The 
evaluators were very interested 
in all that was occurring among 
out grant partners and were 
impressed with the quality and 
depth of our partners. 

 At the end of Septem-
ber one of our Grant partners, 
Nurses for Newborns, was 
awarded one of three ACF 
Home Visitation grants. St. 
Louis Healthy Marriage Coali-
tion and Fathers Support Center  
will collaborate with Nurses for 
Newborns in this grant. Our 
office will provide a full time 
Marriage Educator who will 
coordinate home visits with 
instructors who will bring 
healthy marriage and relation-
ship skills to the parents of the 
newborns.
